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                School Uniform and PE Kit 


Please remember that children should wear navy sweatshirt, navy trouser or skirt or pinafore, blue or white polo shirt and plain black school shoes with no logos for the winter period.  


PE kit should be worn to school on your child’s PE day. PE kit should be black tracksuit trousers and red polo shirt.  


Please remember that children should not wear jewellery to school.  They should only wear small stud earing or small hoops in the ear and these should be removed on PE days before the children come to school.
